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From estimated year 2010 conditions, the total average drawdown of the Travis
Peak Layer should not exceed approximately 88 feet by the year 2070.

From estimated year 2010 conditions, the total average drawdown in Hensell
Layer should not exceed approximately 72 feet by the year 2070.

From estimated year 2010 conditions, the total average drawdown in Hosston
Layer should not exceed approximately 111 feet by the year 2070.

From estimated year 2010 conditions, the total average drawdown of the Antlers
Layer should not exceed approximately ten (10) feet by the year 2070.

Any person who desires to appear at the hearing and present comment or other
information on the proposed DFCs may do so in person, by counsel, or both. Comments
may be presented verbally or in written form. Limits may be placed on the amount of
time that each person is allowed to present verbal comments at the hearing. The hearing
described in this notice may be recessed from day to day or continued where appropriate.
